INTRODUCTION

This report is organized in two sections; both sections cover the
time period from July 1, 2006 through June 30,2007. The first
section is a summary of the numbers and dollar volumes of
extramural proposals and awards for the University. Graphs
and tables are included that show trends over time and give
breakdowns by type of activity and type of sponsor. The
second section gives detailed infromation on awards received
on a project-by-project basis.

Project citations in section two include the names of
investigators, project titles, sponsor names, and level of
funding. Dollar amounts are distributed among investigators
according to the percent distribution of project responsibilities
specified by them in the Proposal Approval Routing System
(PARS). Citations are organized by the academic home
departments of the investigators. In addition, projects which are
administered by centers or other administrative units are

listed in a separate section in which the gross dollar amounts
are reported.

PROPOSALS SUBMITTED AND AWARDS RECEIVED

University of Maine faculty and staff submitted a total of 535
proposals during FY 2007. These proposals involved

faculty and professionals as principal investigators or
co-investigators from 64 departments or units. A total of
$137,787,892 was requested from extramural sponsors. This
compares with 571 in FY 2006 with a total request of
$151,886,704 .

A total of 396 awards for a total of $45,906,689 were received
from extramural sponsors during the year. The awarded projects
involved 270 faculty and professional staff representing 50
departments or units. Sponsor funding was supplemented by
University cost-sharing in the amount of $7,503,311, bringing
total project amounts for the period up to $53,410,000. This
compares with 397 awards received in FY2006 involving

263 faculty and staff with total project costs of $49,615,877
including cost-sharing.

Of the new funding received during the period, 88.3% was from
federal agencies, 7.3% from state and local government,

and the remaining 4.4% from other sources including

private business, industry and foundations.

Of the new funding received, 69.6% was for research,
5.2% for instruction, and 25.2% for other activities.
